needles appropriate for the weight of yarn to kedus
tapestry needle
dowel
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Signs shown were knitted in Reynolds Utopia (ngmavailable) with US 8 (5 mm) needles.

Each letter is 15 rows. The width varies, thosetracs 8 stitches. The exceptions are I, M, N and W

Gauge swatch:

Cast on 24 sts and knit for 4". Measure the ingi@lsts. This will be the width of your vertical
banner. Adjust the needle size and make anothdckwahe width is not correct. As an alternatiyeu
can add stitches to each side of the letteringakenthe banner wider. The height of your

banner will be determined by the number of letyens use.

For a horizontal banner, knit at least 35 rows. 8dea the inside 31 rows to determine the
height of your banner. The width of the banner tdldetermine by the letters you use.

Each banner has a border:
Top: 4 rows of garter stitch, followed by 4 rowssbdckinette stitch.
Bottom: 4 rows of stockinette stitch, followed byatvs of garter stitch.
Left: 3 sts of garter stitch, followed by 3 stitshaf stockinette stitch.
Right: 3 sts of stockinette stitch, followed bytBches of garter stitch.

Spacing between letters: 2 stitches
Spacing between words: 4 stitches or 6 rows
